For many years, HM the Queen
of Denmark has been actively
interested in the works of writer
Hans Christian Andersen and she
has previously produced illustra-
tions for Andersen’s fairytales,
including “The Snow Queen”.
The Hans Christian Andersen
Museum presents a number of
Queen Margrethe’s latest works:
découpages and costumes created
for the latest film version of the

fairytale “The Wild Swans”.

The exhibition revolves around
the découpages, which include cut-
outs of many types of imagery

and move from the tangible to
the abstract. They are used for
the film’s backdrops with the
help of green screen technology.
A selection of the actors’ and
actresses’ costumes, designed
by HM the Queen, is also on
display. The film’s green screen
technology will be demonstrated.

Hans Christian Andersen’s fairy-
tale about princess Elisa and her
eleven brothers revolves around
three central themes: Nature,
Belief and Culture. The structure
of the exhibition itself is based
on these three themes.
